Report of the Secretary and Director for the period from 01-04-2010 to 31-03-2011

With immense gratitude to God and thankfulness to all you gathered here I present the report of the Tamilnad Christian Council Evangelism Committee, Literature Committee and Economic Life Committee detailing its activities during the period from 01-04-2010 to 31-03-2011.
I. Brief Introduction:  

The Tamilnad Christian Council was established in the year 1914 and it is oldest and most active Regional Council of the National Council of Churches in India and functions as an autonomous body. The Tamilnad Christian Council functions through three Committees viz. Evangelism Committee, Literature Committee and Economic Life Committee. 
The Eight CSI dioceses in Tamilnadu, Arcot Lutheran Church, Tamil Evangelical Lutheran Church, India Evangelical Lutheran Church, the Salvation Army, Advent Christian Conference Church, New Apostolic Churches, Methodist Church Madras Region, Bible Society (Tamil Auxiliary) of India, Christian Literature Society, Palam Rural Centre, St. Luke’s Leprosarium are members in our Council.  This shows it’s ecumenical and inter-denominational nature. 
II. Evangelism Committee: 

1) Retreat and training was conducted for the youth on the theme: “Challenges Youth Facing Today: Working towards Meaningful Response”.  The main objective for the programme was to motivate the youth to become responsible partakers in the alarming social issues and to equip them to become effective leaders with special reference to peace and reconciliation. The topics were New Spirituality, Peace Building, Globalization and its impact on Youth, Peace Building and Ecological Concerns.

The programme was held at CASA Resource Centre, Madurai on 17th and 18th July 2010. About 45 youth participated. There were activities, practical talks, discussions and debates. The sessions were interactive. The Youth organized the worship service. Most of the young people took the sharing very serious and expressed their views upon changing themselves, their perspectives and ideologies and many of them committed themselves to the cause and for the good work.
